ELUSIVE KATE SETS DEAUVILLE ALIGHT

Aer the four consecutive successes of Goldikova (Ana-
baa) in the Prix Rothschild (Gr1), Deauville was on the

search for a new star and it came in the shape of elusive kate
(Elusive Quality), the pillar to post winner of this Gr1. At
three years of age this is already her third victory at Deauville,
aer winning the Prix du Calvados-Haras des Capucines
(Gr3) and the Prix Six Perfections (L) as a two-year-old, and
her fourth on French soil aer winning the Prix Marcel Bous-
sac last year.
In the absence of a race leader, William Buick took the ini-
tiative to go off in front and the only English runner in the
race set up a proper trap for the French horses. e favourite
Golden lilac (Galileo) couldn’t catch the winner when she

accelerated and had to be content with second place ahead
of Mashoora (Barathea).
John Gosden was not present at Deauville, but winning
jockey William Buick commented: She was already very good
as a two-year-old and her only disappointing run was in the
Breeders' Cup. She wasn’t at her best when second in the Fal-
mouth Stakes last time out [when ridden by Frankie Dettori]
but she is tough and she impressed me today.” 
Elusive Kate was bought in Keeneland in 2010, for $70,000
and is the first foal out of Goût de Terroir (Lemon Drop Kid)
who is the daughter of regal state (Affirmed), winner of the
Prix Morny (Gr1) and second in the Prix Jacques le Marois
and Prix de la Salamandre (Grs1). 

Prix de CabourG-JoCkey Club de Turquie (Gr3)

MAZAMEER’S SPEED CATCHES THE EYE
e very fast Mazameer (Green Desert) took the lead and let his speed
do the talking when winning the Prix de Cabourg-Jockey Club de Tur-
quie (Gr3). Flanked by the English raider baileys Jubilee (Bahamian
Bounty), he set a good pace before finally getting his head in front of
his rival just 50m from the line. 
Mazameer’s trainer, Freddy Head confided: “He was a little lost on his
last run as he was still quite babyish. We wanted to use his speed to our
advantage which is why we changed tactics and went off in front today.
His next run should be in the Prix Morny (Gr1).” A race in which he
could reencounter second placed Baileys Jubilee as her trainer Mark
Johnston cited it as a possibility for her also.  
Mazameer was bought as a foal in Newmarket in December 2010 for
€105,000. She is out of the unraced straight Miss (In the Wings) who
is a half-sister to Grand Critérium (Gr1) winner Naaqoos (Oasis
Dream).

CHRISTOPHE SOUMILLON EXCELS LONE RANGER 
“Christophe Soumillon rode a true hold up race”, de-
clared Alain de Royer Dupré aer the jockey’s suc-
cess in the Prix du Carrousel (L) with lone ranger
(Muhtathir).  e English trained runners imaar
(Dynaformer) and Gulf of Naples (Dubawi) set a
selective pace in front but Christophe Soumillon
waited as long as possible before making his move
and coming through to pass tired front runners.
Flamingo Fantasy (Fantastic Light) was not dis-
graced with a decent second place ahead of the Prix
La Moskowa (L) winner inside Man (Hawk Wing). 
Lone Ranger is out of the Grand Prix de Nantes (L)
winner l’etoile de Mer (Caerleon), and is a half-
brother to l’etoile de Moscou (Peintre Célèbre),
second in the Prix Petite Etoile (L).

GROUP SUCCESS FOR LEAUPARTIE 
On her fourth start leaupartie (Stormy River) won her first
Group race in this Prix de Psyché (Gr3). Jockey Grégory Be-
noist sat the filly on the heels of the race leader Magic Motif
(Giant’s Causeway), pacemaker for the hot favourite roman-
tica (Galileo), before making his move first and holding off
attacks from both Romantica and bugie d’amore (Rail Link).
Winning trainer Fabrice Chappet explained; “e timing of
this race was perfect, six weeks aer the Prix de Diane where
she ran well to finish sixth on just her third start. I will talk with
her owner before making any plans for her future.”  
Leaupartie is out of kansa (Linamix), placed at Listed level
on two occasions as a three-year-old.  Half-sister to Leaupar-
tie, by Elusive City, will be offered for sale at the Arqana Year-
ling sales in August by Haras des Capucines (Lot 207).

Just like last year it was an English filly that won the Prix
Six Perfections (L) and just like last year the winner was

a daughter of elusive quality, but for the moment those are
the only points in common between elusive kate and dis-
cernable. Discernable took the lead and set a moderate pace
and was never threatened in the final stages. khadima (Za-
mindar), who had a perfect run on the rail, took second place
three quarters of a length behind the winner with sheisthe-
boss (Street Boss) back in third place on her second start. 
Discernable was purchased as a yearling last October at Tat-
tersalls for 160,000 GNS and is out of Listed winner louve
Mystérieuse (Seeking the Gold).

“We are happy to see her win today,
declared Alain de Royer Dupré aerwards. “We will now try
and step up in category and it is not impossible that she will
run well this autumn like a lot of horses that are capable of ac-
celerating like she did on this ground.” 
Sarkyila was bred by her owner, the Aga Khan and is out of
the winning mare sarlisa (Rainbow Quest).
